OVEN RACK

“Your RV range features one oven rack wilh & choice of two of three rack positions.
The oven rack ks designed with a safely lock-stop position 1o keep the rack from
accidently coming completely out of the oven when pulling the rack oul to add or
removie food. The rack Also features two tabs to keep the rack from rattling during
travel See Figure &

CAUTION: Do not attempt to change the rack position when the oven s hot.

To Remove. Be sure the rack is cool. Pull the rack straight out untll it stops. This
releases the two tabs on the sides of the rack. Lift ihe front end of the rack up, then
pull and remove from the oven.

To Replace Place the oven rack in the oven on lop of the rack supports. Slide the
rack to the stop position and it upward then, as you push tha rack back pasi the
two tabs, i will anchor the fack into place and prevent it from rattfing during transit.

OVEN BOTTOM
Wharn baking, use an adequate suw cooking ulensil to avoid boil overs of
spillcvers.

Mever place cooking utensils or aluminum foll directly on the oven botiom. This
will restrict the openings in the oven bottorn, reducing the air circulation inside the
oven which will cause uneven baking, food may bum o be undercooked.

To Remove: When cool, remove e oven rack. Remove the u-ﬂ}u-ﬂu
